Please upload 2-3 original works of your choice. All forms of visual arts are welcome,
including painting, drawing, ceramics, glass, sculpture, mixed media, printmaking, weaving,
animation, digital media, film, graphic design, interior design, photography and any other
emphasis within the school of arts. All file submissions must be in JPEG form. Please include
a title and brief description for each submission.

Please provide a recent, well-lit headshot or photo of equal quality. Please do not ‘zoom” in on a
group photo or a low-quality photo.

Please upload a current transcript that includes 4 complete semesters. If you are recently in college,
these can include past high school transcripts. Transcripts do NOT need to be official.

The goal of the personal statement is for the Women’s ALl team and your future mentor to
understand who you are. This may include experiences that have shaped you, ambitions, and
personal characteristics—try to provide us with a clear idea of who you are, what drives you, and
what makes you uniquely you!

Women'’s ALl works hard to award participation scholarships to each ALl Fellow. If you are chosen
as a 2021 ALl Fellow, you will qualify for this scholarship to cover the cost of participation in the
Summer Leadership Intensive and the remainder of your year-long fellowship. In order to be
considered for this scholarship, you must fill out the scholarship/financial aid portion of the
application. You will be asked to provide contact information for a recommender — please select
someone that knows both your work and character. You will also need to respond to three brief
essay questions - which we will read entirely and will be shared with prospective mentor matches!
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
